
American Demographic History Chartbook

The Chartbook provides a wide-ranging audience of persons interested in American history --   including historians, other social scientists, teachers, and students -- with graphics portraying the demographic history of the United States, as shown by the decennial census of population.  The Chartbook was developed by retired Census Bureau demographer Campbell Gibson and is available at www.demographicchartbook.com.  The Chartbook covers the period from 1790 to 2000, and the graphics and supporting text may be printed or downloaded at no charge.  There are 88 graphics divided into 17 different chapters covering demographic, social, and economic characteristics.  In addition, Appendix A includes 40 graphics showing population characteristics for states, and Appendix B, which is forthcoming, will include14 graphics showing population characteristics by race, Hispanic origin, nativity, and parentage.  There are no specific plans yet for adding data from the 2010 decennial census and the 2010 American Community Survey to graphics on the website.  These data are being made available on the Census Bureau’s website as they are released.
